Pattern:

· Uses the art elements in planned or random repetitions to enhance surfaces of paintings or sculptures.  

· Often occur in nature, and artists use similar repeated motifs to create pattern in their work.

· Increases visual excitement by enriching surface interest.

· In nature: repeated leaves, flowers, grass, shells, and many others.

· Patterns made of repeated lines, shapes, colors, or textures are used in: jewelry, ceramics, weavings, wall coverings, fabrics, carpets, and flooring.
· Used to organize surface elements. Ex. A regular pattern of squares is made more interesting with an irregular pattern of another shape within them.
Regular or planned patterns:

·  Repeated with accuracy (lines, shapes, swirls, or other design elements). Ex. Fabrics

· Architects use planned patterns to create surface interest on buildings.

Radial patterns: 

· Fruits and vegetables can be noticed when cut in half.
