The Visual Arts program at Hyde Park M.S. involves all grade levels: Beginning, Intermediate, and Advanced Art Course. Beginning students who are passing the course with a grade of A will be admitted to the higher level study for the following years. Students with a grades 5-8 continue to need a framework that aids them in learning the characteristics of the visual arts by using a wide range of subject matter, symbols, meaningful images, and visual expressions. They grow ever more sophisticated in their need to use the visual arts to reflect their feelings and emotions and in their abilities to evaluate the merits of their efforts.  These standards provide a framework that promotes the students' thinking, working, communication, reasoning, and investigating skills and provides for their growing familiarity with the ideas, concepts, issues, dilemmas, and knowledge important in the visual arts. As students gain this knowledge and art skills, they gain ability to apply visual arts to their widening personal worlds. Students will learn vocabularies and concepts associated with various types of work in the visual arts. As they develop fluency in visual, oral, and written communication, they must exhibit their greater artistic competence through all of these avenues. The problem-solving activities inherent in art making, will help them develop cognitive, affective, and psychomotor skills. They select and transform ideas, discriminate, synthesize and appraise, and they apply these skills to their expanding knowledge of the visual arts and to their own creative work. Students understand that making and responding to works of visual art are inextricably interwoven and that perception, analysis, and critical judgment are inherent to both. 
At  Hyde  Park  Middle  School  and  The  Academy  of Science  and  Mathematics  the motto  is  “Education for Mastery”.  The Visual Art’s goal is to rekindle the curious natures our children had as small children.  In doing this, we bring our  contents  alive  for  them and we  admire  the  approach  to  learning  emulated  by  Leonardo  da Vinci.  Our students have been learning about the seven principles of genius practiced by this great learner and applying them to their own lives

Absent Policy
Procedure and lessons. The students will work on art projects in class.  If for any reason the student cannot finish the assignment in class, I will let the student complete the assignment at home over the week end. 
Make-up Work:


Make up work is allowed only if the absence is excused. A note from the parent is required.  It is the responsibility of the student to arrange for all make up work.  All make-up work must be turned in within five school days of the excused absence.

Late Work:


Any assigned work that is not turned in on time will be considered a late assignment.  All late assignments will be penalized ten points for each day the assignment is late if is not excused from the parent.(Doctor’s note, parent’s note.)
Extra Credit: 
If a student did not finish a project or assignment and he/she is presenting artwork that will substitute the missing project. I will reserve time to discuss with the student the art work and consider grading the new project with the same amount of points that cover the missing assignment.       
Classroom Behavioral Expectations: 
All Art students are responsible for coming to class prepared with the proper supplies EVERYDAY.  The required supplies consist of: pencil, eraser, sketch book and note book.   However, it is highly recommended that each student come to class equipped with additional tools and supplies that will enhance and encourage a more productive, constructive and positive learning environment and artistic experience. Citizenship
1. First Violation-One on One conference, may lose of preferred seat - Grade (S) Citizenship – Student gets one point

3. Third Violation – Removed from artwork* different assignment will be given
Like writing or reading or calculation – related school work. Student changes seating Grade (S) Citizenship – Student gets third point.
4. Fourth Violation – Removal from Artwork -Counselor Referral/ Detention – Grade (U) Citizenship – Student gets fourth point.
5. Fifth Violation Removal from artwork - Dean  Referral –U grade in Citizenship 
*Removal from artwork means: assignments are related to different subject area. Example: Write an essay three paragraphs on specific theme or Math assignment.
